Group Presentation

(Norms and Expectations)
1. Researcher – The researcher is responsible for gathering the data that will be used in the paper.  This could be from books, magazines, the internet, or other sources.  All information must be documented.  The researcher will be graded on the following:

a. All data must be presented; copies or written notes will be acceptable.

b. A formal bibliography must be provided, with at least four sources included.  Two of these sources must NOT be from the internet!
c. A short (<1 pg. paper describing where you found the information and how you got it to the writer).
2. Writer – The writer is responsible for producing the written paper.  The writer will be graded on the following:

a. Outline
b. Final Copy (@1000 words)
3. Graphics – The graphics person is responsible for the visual element of the presentation.  This can be 2 or 3 dimensional.  The Graphics person will be graded on the following:

a. Short (@1 pg.) reflection paper describing what was done and why you chose to do this.

b. Presentation of graphic

c. The graphic itself.
